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PENINSULA HEALTH CARE DISTRICT TO EXPAND ASSISTED 

LIVING OPPORTUNIES FOR AREA SENIORS

DISTRICT ALSO APPROVES PLAN TO CONDUCT ELDERCARE DENTAL ASSESSMENT

BURLINGAME, CA, May 27, 2011—At its May 26 regularly scheduled meeting, the Peninsula Health Care District Board of Directors unanimously approved two initiatives designed to significantly improve access to health and dental services for seniors living in the District. The first is a plan to develop a 97-bed assisted living and memory care facility on District-owned property at 1600 Trousdale Avenue in Burlingame. The Board also approved a proposal to analyze existing dental needs and resources throughout San Mateo County and to document any gaps in services for the elderly and adults with disabilities.
Development of the assisted living facility is part of an ongoing effort by the District to focus its investments on both the current and future health needs of seniors, as it is estimated that the number of district residents over 65 will triple in the next 20 years. In particular, the District Board is committed to optimizing care options for seniors that promote independence and keep them in comfortable, home-like settings. The District will partner with Aegis Living on the project. Aegis is a leader in creating facilities for seniors that emphasize health, quality of life, well-being and community. 
“Given the rapid growth of the senior population, it is critical that we invest in the resources they need to thrive,” said District Board Chair Dan Ullyot, M.D. “Our mission is to ensure that all residents have access to quality health services, and the development of this facility is an important step toward that goal.”
The other Board-approved project is a plan to engage Apple Tree Dental of Minnesota to conduct a San Mateo County Needs Assessment that analyzes local dental needs and resources, and to document any gap in services for seniors and adults with disabilities. An advisory taskforce of community dental care providers and stakeholders will be convened to help guide the study, which represents the first phase of a larger plan to increase access to dental care for those most in need.
